Character Cocktail Party

You are to develop an original character that you will present to the class during a party.  You will mingle and have conversations with other “characters” in the class as your character.  In order to be well prepared to socialize completely in character you must fully develop the character.

In order to have a complete and developed character you must include the following:

· Name

· Voice

· Speech pattern

· Costume

· Body movements

· Personality
· Likes

· Dislikes

· Hobbies and sports

You must also create your characters back story:

· What was their childhood like?

· Do they have family?

· Who are their friends?

· What type of education do they have?

· What is their profession, if any?

· What life experiences have made them who they are?

· Are there any major life events or crises that have changed their lives?

· What do they do for fun or on weekends?

You will hand in a written resumé containing all of the above information.

Your goal is to stay focused and in character for the entire party (approx. 40 minutes)

After the party is over you will reflect on your performance and on your character (How did you do during the party? Did you maintain focus? Were you able to answer all of the questions about your character? What did you find difficult? What would you change or improve on next time?)
You will also reflect on the other characters at the party (Which person excelled at staying in character? Which characters were truly original and why? Which characters would your character be friends with? enemies?)
